She lost her young son, Loren Bryan Carl, in 1977, in an accident and then
her husband in 1985, with a sudden iliness. Widowed at just 52, she was
forced to rebuild her life which she did devoting herself to her family for the
remainder of her life.

She was an example of grace under fire and never lost her humor or wit. Her



family said, “We were honored and blessed to have her as our family
matriarch.”

In addition to her parents, husband and son, she is also preceded in death by
her brother, Denis Hedley and her sister Agnes Wailes.
